HS2 has a default 5 minute cut-off, i.e. if the unit is left outside the beam for more than 5 minutes it will automatically shut off.

Some HS2’s have been modified to have a 30 minute cut-off.  These units have HS2.3 on the front cover.

The battery in the HS2 should usually last 6 months in normal use.  If the battery indicator shows 1/3 on power up it is time to change the battery.   The battery can be changed by undoing the 6 screws on the rear cover and replacing the PP3 (rectantular calculator type) battery with a long-life battery.  

NOTE:  It is most important to ensure the rubber o-rings are in position under the screws when replacing the rear cover – otherwise the detector will suffer moisture damage.
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
